describing the childhood; reservation in a hotel; describing famous parts of the
cities; changes in the city from past to present; future’s world; new
technologies; simple things in people’s life; good and bad habits; dreams;
mysteries in the life; interviews with different persons; marriage stories;
friendship; love stories.

Students will start to practice translating the literary texts and articles from
Turkish into English and from English to Turkish. Practice in spoken Turkish.
