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Jamia Millia Islamia (JMI) in collaboration with Public Health Foundations of India (PHFI) 

proudly organized the launch of Project CORE (Community Focused Research for Oral Health 

Equity), an initiative aimed at advancing oral health research with a focus on community 

engagement and equitable health practices, by NIHR Global Health Group on Oral Health on 16th 

October 2024 at Juniper Hall, India Habitat Centre, Lodhi Road, New Delhi. This project seeks to 

enhance oral health education, strengthen healthcare partnerships, and address social determinants 

impacting access to oral health care across India.
