Memorandum of understanding
Between
Jamia Millia Isimia University, India
and
The Research Institute for the Cultural Heritage, Handicraft and
Tourism Organization of the Islamic Republic of Iran
1387-1392 corresponding to 2008-2013

Agreement of co-operation signed between Jamia Millia Islamia represented
by its Registrar, Mr S. M. Afzal, ( Hereinafter referred to as J.M.I.) and the
Research Institute for Cultural Heritage, Handicrafts and Tourism
Organization, Tehran, Islamic Republic of Iran (Hereinalfler referred to
Research Institute) represented by Dr. Seyyed Taha Hashemi, based on
existing friendly relations, mutually desire to develop bilateral co-operations
on the cultural heritage, and in parallel with the implementation of the
cultural agreement in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth
herein,

Declarations

First: The JMI Declares

That Jamia Millia Islmia a central Universily created by an enactment of the
Parliament of India (i.e.Jamia Millia Islamia act, 1988) is a body corporate
with a perpetual succession and a common seal (acting through its Registrar
Mr. S.M Afzal)

Ihe Research institute and JNI are willing to establish as Iran Studies Unit at
the ATWS in JMI and cooperate in this respect. This Unit with an
independent identity will be established with the cooperation of the
Department of Persian Language and literature of JML

The Mol has been drawn up to establish, equip and support the said Unit in
JMI for conduction of independent or joint educational and research project,
supporting both parties students and researchers in the field of Iranology;
holding seminars and conferences; holding of sort-term educational-research
courses; the Indian students’ wvisiting the Iranian scientific Cultural and
Artistic centers in order to promote and expand the Iranian Culture.



Second: The research Institute declares

To introduce Iranian specialists in the Nicld of cultural, linguistic and literary
studies to the said unit to accomplish certain projects in the framework of

this Mol.

To introduce Students and members of IMI, who are recommended by JMI,
to the Iranian Universities and other educational institutions of Iran.

Third: Both Parties Declare

Now Therefore the Jamia Millia Islamia and the research institute have
indented, agreed and consented to the fallowing terms and deeds in
pursuance of a commoen intent to establishing a Iran studics Unit for
academic cooperation programs, Joining efforts and resources, sharing
knowledge and information in order to strengthen the common and
complementary capacities, ensuring a firm development of activities support
as to the fallowing:

Field of Cooperation

Exchange of researchers and students among their related
training institutions for short-term training in the Unit in
order to be familianized with culture of other party.
Conducting independent or joint research projects with the
emphasis on the Iranology. (The above mentioned projects
shall be accomplished with the coordination ol universities
and research centre in Iran and India).

Assisting Ph.D. scholars on their rescarches with topics
related to Indo-Tran relations as well as encouraging JMI
Scholars to choose research topics related to Iran.

Holding workshops, seminar with the Topics related to the
society, culture, Literature and Tourism of Iran.

Holding annual congresses of Indo-Iran with the Topics an
archeology. History, culture and tourism.



6) Publishing books on the Iranian studies in order to promote
the level of cooperation between India and Iran.

7) Publishing books and magazines about Iranian studies and
Indian Studies as well as a manuscript on different topics
about Persian language, Culture and literature.

8) Faculty and administrative exchange to supporl rescarch
projects and programs.

9) Faculty exchange in order o participate in conferences,
symposia, workshop, Research, teaching and seminars to
consolidate academic relations.

10) Exchange undergraduatc and post graduate students
according to the Programs offered by each one of the
parlicipating intuitions,

In co-ordinance with the terms and conditions herein set forth. both parties
willingly agree to accomplish the above mentioned.

Clauses:

FIRST — The details for efficacious implementation of this of understanding
shall be jointly worked out on mutually acceptable term within the
Parameters of the policies, rules and regulations of both the institutions.

Both Parties undertake to present specific works programs to collaborate in
task of common interest, which it approved by both institutions will require
a separatc document, elevated o the category of specific cooperation
agreements.

Second-

The above specific works programs will accurately describe tasks to be
carried out as well as data and documents necessary to determine exactly the
reasons, objectives and the full implications of each the programs, which
should be adequately balanced in terms of the benefits and obligations for
hath parties.

THIRD- Concerning every specilic co-operation agreement that the first
clause makes reference to it will be emphasized that the staff assigned from



each institution to perform joint tasks will remain completely under the
guidance of dependence on the institution they are currently working at,
whether they render their services outside the facilities of such institution or
to the ones they have been assigned.

FOURTH- The parties of this memorandum may, by mutual consent, add
modify, amend, delete review or review any team (s) and condition (s) of
this agreement.

FIFTII- The intent and implementation of this memorandum 1s subject to
the policies of the respective state and the laws of the land.

SIXTH- If during the program’s execution the staff’ involved comes from
other institutions, they will always remain under the guidance of and
dependence on those institutions, thus, their participations won’t give rise to
work relations neither with the JMI nor with the research institutes,

SEVENTH- In case they can not fairly provide totally or partially such
resources, both parties will try to get from other institutions and government
departments or international organizations jointly or separately the resources
necessary for the development of programs related to the specific
cooperation agreements.

EIGHTH- Each ol the specific cooperation agreements the first clause
refers to will contain the terms necessary to regulate copyright concerning
materials made as a result of collaborative work and the industrnial kind (
patents, invention, ccrtificates and model register ctc) that may arise from
the research work.

NINTII - This agreement shall in the first instance be valid and binding for
a term of five (5) vears effective as of the signing of this agreement and may
mgqucst of both parties for another five years. However,
this agreement or by either side terminated when both parties determine to
do so by mutual agreement or by either side by giving a notice of six months
to that effect in writing. However, notwithstanding the Notice of intent to
terminate the Memorandum, all rights, obligations and corresponding duties

flowing and subsisting therein shall be respected and mandated tll the
finalization and accomphishment thercol.



TENTH- The partics to this MoU undertake to treat as “confidential and
privileged” information of the other institution which is so classified in
advance. The terms of confidentiality and mode of disclosure shall be as per
mutually acceptable terms,

ELEVENTII- This Moll shall require the ratification of the competent
academic/executive body of both the institutions.

TWELTH-  Fach of the institutions is fully responsible for the
transportation of their staft’ ( round and local trips), whereas hosting
institutions will be responsible for their living expenses.

THIRTEENTH- Upon termination of this agreement, both parties agree on
complying with each of the terms this document consists of and that have
not been accomplished by the date of termination of the agreement.

FOURTEENTH- General, administrative and academic information, which
derives from this agreement, should be addressed as appropriate for JMI to
the REGISTRAR and as appropriate for the "RESEARCH INSTITUTE” to
IIEAD of the Research Institute for the Iranian Cultural [leritage
[Nandicrafts & Tourism Organization.

Having read the present agreement and being fully aware of the content and
scope of each and every one of its clause and parties hereby affix their
signature to the present document.

The MOU contains fourteen sections and three declarations drown up on
12/2/1387 corresponding to May,01,2008 in Persian and English languages.
all copies being equally authentic and in the case of any dispule in
mterpretation, both English and Persian copies E,‘a:’e,;he same value.
