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JMI celebrates ‘International Week of Deaf People” & “International Day of Sign
Languages’

The “International Week of Deaf People” and “International Day of Sign
Languages” was celebrated on 26" September, 2023 by the Department of
Teacher Training & Non-Formal Education (IASE), Faculty of Education, Jamia
Millia Islamia(JMI) in its campus. This celebration arises from the 2017 United
Nations General Assembly (UNGA) Resolution, and this day is part of the

Thereafter, Numbers, Greetings words and Family relation words
were enacted in ISL by the students. The program finally concluded with the
performing of the National Anthem in Indian Sign Language by all.
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
